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You must be able to provide E&¥
a bed and 40 square feet of =
bedroom space for each foster child.

You can work outside
the home - or not.

You can have children
of your own - or not.

You must have an income that can provide for your
own family’s needs.

Lutheran Social Services will provide training so you
can be licensed as a foster parent.

Lutheran Social Services will also provide:

Monthly reimbursement for the child’s
food, clothing and other needs.

Medical and dental care for the child,
and therapy as needed.

English-language training for the child.
Tutors and translators.

Ongoing training and support for foster parents.
